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Rules

1 Games are to be 20 minutes each way with 5 minute intervals

2 In the event of a clash of colours, team named second must change.

3 If a player receives a red card then they must sit out the next game

4 If a player receives two yellow cards then they must sit out the next game

5 During round robin play points will be awarded as follows

a. Win 3 points

b. Draw 1 point

c. Loss 0 points

6 If two teams are tied after pool play, then the winner of the division will be the team that won the match between those two teams. If this does not produce a clear winner then the team with the best goal difference will be deemed the winner. If there is still a tie then the team who scored the most goals will be deemed the winner. If there is still a tie then a penalty shootout between the two teams concerned will decide the winner. 

7 As the girls’ competition is only 6 teams this year, teams finishing second in the group will have a play off for third / fourth, and teams finishing third in their group will have a play off for fifth / sixth. This does mean that a team may have two games straight after each other, but the draw does give a short break between these games. For these play off, a draw will mean they finish third or fifth equal

8 For finals if the game is tied at the end of normal play, then there will be a penalty shoot out to decide the winner

9 Squads of 16 players and rolling substitutes will apply. They must be called on by the referee. Entering the field without referee’s permission could result in a yellow card

10 Otherwise normal football rules apply

Notes
1 Managers / Coaches meeting will be held at 8:00 am for clarification of rules etc.

2 Each team must provide a referee. They are responsible for refereeing games as scheduled in the draw. The referee may be refereeing games at the same time their school play

3 Changing facilities are available.

Penalty Shoot Out Rules
1. Each team will nominate three players from their full squad for the penalty shoot out
2. The team named first on the draw will shoot first

3. Each team will take alternate shots

4. If the team is tied after three shots it will go to sudden death. No player may take a second penalty until all players in the squad have taken a kick if necessary

5. Substitution of the goalkeeper for the penalty shoot-out is allowed

6. Selection of penalty takers and goalkeepers may come from the full squad of 16 team members regardless of whether they were on the pitch or not at full time. Goalkeepers are allowed to take a penalty. Players sent off during the game may not take part in the penalty shoot out

7. All other players and coaches must wait at the half way line while each penalty is taken
